The Paid Study & Work Program is the ultimate way to 
work and improve your English skills in paid positions in 
major cities or resort towns across Canada.

All students applying for this program will have to take 
part in the Business English Specialized Intensive 
Programs (SG-30) at one of the International House 
schools.

Students in possession of a Working Holiday Visa or 
another visa that allows them to work in Canada, 
need to enrol in the school for a minimum of 4 weeks 
or longer depending on their level of English.
